Talking Points (Draft)
Overview of the Event

· The Energy Efficiency Global Forum & Exposition (EE Global) 2009 will be held April 27-29, 2009 at the Palais des Congres, in Paris, France. EE Global is a distinct energy efficiency (EE) event organized by global leaders from five geographic world regions (Africa, Asia/Pacific, Europe, Latin America, and North America) with participation from all end-use sectors.  This semi-annual event rotates between various regions of the world with leadership for event from the “Host” region.

· The Alliance to Save Energy launched EE Global in 2007 as a means of showcasing to the world that energy efficiency is the quickest, cheapest and cleanest solution for addressing the world’s increasing energy demand and mitigating climate change.  EE Global 2007 was a resounding success, featuring 79 exhibitors, nearly 200 executive-level speakers, and over 800 attendees representing 32 countries.  

· EE Global 2009 is poised for even greater success, with leadership from an advisory committee comprised of more than 80 energy-efficiency experts representing six regions of the world; over 20 major sponsors ranging from global corporations to non-profit organizations; and, a speaker roster that already includes over 90 leading voices in energy efficiency.
The Purpose of EE Global

· The purpose of EE Global is to demonstrate that energy efficiency is the cheapest, quickest, and cleanest resource for meeting the globe’s ever-increasing energy demand.  The event also provides participants with a unique opportunity to share a compendium of global energy efficiency best practices and forge key partnerships and alliances; and define strategies for global EE implementation
· EE Global is also designed to educate consumers, public, and media on the benefits of energy efficiency.
EE Global is a “Must Attend” Event
· EE Global is a “must-attend” event for industry, government, academic and environmental leaders.  EE Global 2009 is the place to learn about opportunities in every end-use sector and region; share knowledge and best practices across sectors and disciplines; forge key partnerships and alliances; and define strategies for global energy efficiency implementation.
· EE Global is the only global event that focuses solely on energy efficiency from the perspective of all energy end-use sectors (buildings, industrial and transportation) and with coverage of all cross-cutting issues – finance, policy, technology and market transformation. 
· While there are many conferences and symposia organized around the issue of energy, none to date have sought to build the strategic alliances between global governments, business, environmental organizations and the public interest sector, all of which are the hallmark of the EE Global series.
